Surveys were sent out to 182 libraries
regarding their use of library space.
Ninety libraries returned the surveys.

BI (Bibliographical Instruction) was one

area that saw an increase in square footage.
At least 75% of the responding libraries had
an increase in computer labs.

Due to the increasing need for cost contain-
ment, stand-alone libraries accounted for
only 33% of the respondents. It would
seem that the physical library is increasingly
called upon to have non-library units within
it’s structure.
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WorldCat Update
From the Ohio College Library Center

Every 12 seconds an OCLC member library
adds a new record to WorldCat, which
contains more than 54 million records
representing 914,333,515 holding locations
as of February 28, 2004. Every 4 seconds
an OCLC member library fills an inter-
library loan request using WorldCat, which
has supported 133,726,153 interlibrary loan
requests as of February 28, 2004. A library
user searches WorldCat using the OCLC
FirstSearch service every second. See
http://www.oclc.org/worldcat/ and
http://firstsearch.oclc.org/
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WorldCat is the largest database of
bibliographic information. WorldCat is ac-
cessed through the FirstSearch reference
service, providing librarians and patrons
with the ability to find the materials they are
searching for on topics from A to Z.
Whether the information is required for an
in-depth research project, for entertainment
or to answer day-to-day questions,
